Parents are encouraged to discuss the results of
these assessments with their child(ren). Teachers will be working with students concerning MAP results to
set a literacy goal that will be shared with parents during Parent-Teacher conferences in November. This
goal will help drive instruction during language arts classes throughout the year and will be measured for
improvement in April.

One of our school improvement goals for the 2009-2010 school year is to improve the fluency of those
students who score below grade level benchmarks on the Progress Monitoring Module (PMM) given to
students in grades 2-5 in August. The other school goal is that 90% of all 3™ and 5™ grade students will
meet and/or exceed the state standards in writing on the 2010 ISAT assessment.

Please join the PTO and room parent volunteers this afternoon in the gym for our "Meet the Parents Tea"
to discuss guidelines and procedures for classroom parties this school year. Hope to see you there.

Bullying: The bystander’s role

Qs My child came home from school upset because
kids were picking on a classmate and wouldn’t let her

play with them. What advice should 1 give my daughter?

A Tell your youngster that her classmate was being
bullied —and that she has the power to help stop it!

There are several things she can do. She could start by stand-
ing up to the bully and saying something like, “That’s_ not nice?.”
Then, she might ask the child who is being bullied to join her in a game or
school project.

Also, remind your youngster to report bullying to a teacher or other adult
when she sees it. Let her know this is not tattling, but a way to help someone
who is being hurt. You can explain: “Asking an adult to help a child who is being
bullied is like asking the nurse to help a child with a scraped knee.” v
