Late Bus Information     
 

  
There is a late bus available for after school 
clubs and activities.  The late bus operates 
on Tuesdays, Wednesdays, and Thursdays 
and arrives at DuJardin at approximately 
4:50 pm.

SIP (School Improvement Plan) 
Our school improvement plan conti nues to focus on fluency.  We 

will work with students the same way we did last year.  All  
students in second through fifth gr ades individually read a passage 
(timed for 1 minute) and then an swer three comprehension ques-
tions.  Those students that did no t meet the target goal in words 
correct per minute (wcpm) for their grade level were placed in an 
intervention group.  These studen ts receive 30 minutes of reading 
practice at least 2 times a week wit h one of our Fine Arts teachers.  
Yes, our wonderful Art, Gym, Mu sic, ELL and IMC teachers along 

with Mr. Dwyer and Miss Guerine are giving up 30 minutes of 
their time to help your child improve their reading and comprehen-

sion skills!  Make sure you thank them for their efforts.  We will 
monitor these students over 8 we eks and make sure they are  
making progress.  In the 8 th  week, all students will receive  

another benchmark test to see who is meeting the winter wcpm 
goal for their grade level.  

Welcome to Reading Street!   
We would like to introduce you to our new reading series, Reading Street .  If you  
attended curriculum night you heard a br ief overview of our new program.   
Reading Street  is the anthology that we are usin g to guide our instruction.  The 
series contains an antholo gy, which is often utilized for whole group shared  
reading, leveled readers use for guided reading instruction, and various other 
components which promote deeper thinking  (sequence cards, posters, strategy 
practice books).  This series also incorp orates spelling, grammar, and writing.  
Besides providing teachers with a comprehensive, well written program, we 
wanted to give everyone a common cu rriculum in order make sure we are 
teaching to the necessary st ate standards.  Using this program also gives us the 
capacity to ensure that the students in each grade level are leaving that grade with similar 
skills.

Here’s what’s howling in the  
Classrooms: 

1st Grade  
First graders are exploring the world of read ing.  Their focus question is: “How are 
animals important to one anothe r?” All stories in our first unit are related to animals. 
As we read, we will learn about short vowe ls sounds, initial and final blends, and  
s/ing endings. We will also begin to us e comprehension strategies to help us  
understand what we are reading.  We will learn about different story structures  
including cause/effect for non-fiction as well as realism/fantasy and plot for fiction. 
We will begin to recognize th e main idea of a passage. We will be asking questions 
and making connections, and using comprehe nsion strategies. We will also read 
weekly poems to practice fluency.   
 
We will have daily vocabulary work as well  as writing in a complete sentence and 
using correct punctuation. We will begin to use the “4 Square” model to introduce 
how to organize our writing. We will also introduce the “Six Traits of Writing” concen-
trating on finding good ideas.  Please contin ue to read at home every night.  Thanks 
for your support with our “A t Home Reading Program.”  A letter will be sent home 
every week from your child’s reading book to let you know what skills and stories will 
be covered that week.  Please practi ce these activities with your child. 

Kindergarten  
The kindergarten classes will continue practi cing asking/answering questions. We will 
discuss colors, fall, the 5 sens es, and how we observe things in our world.  In shared/
guided reading we will continue to make predictions, discuss characters, setting and 
how to retell a story. Our high frequency wo rds for October will be: a, to, and, said, & 
when.  On the trait of ideas: Pick a fictio nal book and focus on one picture-ask your 
child where they think the illustrator got his/her ideas for pictures. Keep reading and 
counting minutes in your reading log.  Thanks for your support!  

2nd Grade  
As second grade utilizes the new reading series, they will focus on the strategies of 
connecting and predicting.  Connecting to a text increases understanding of a selec-
tion. Predicting assists students in using an auth or’s words to  
understand the story while using their background knowledge  
or schema to make reasonable gues ses for what will happen next.  
 
Our reading theme throughout th e weeks of October will be:  
“How Can We Work Together?”  Pl ease continue to read stories  
together, predicting outcomes and connecting story elements. 
We truly appreciate your support! 



4th Grade  
Fourth grade will be using the new reading se ries to focus their reading instruction.  
The guiding question for the unit is, “What is  the value of work and play?”  With each 
selection students read, they will go back and think about this question.  They will  
relate different texts to each other based on  this question.  In addition, fourth grade 
will use the strategy of drawing conclusion s during and after reading.  They will  
identify cause and effect relationships and di scuss how they are important to the text.  
In the area of vocabulary, students will learn about word structure and how it helps 
reveal the meaning of a word.  They will us e the prefixes un- and re-, identify root 
words, and learn about compound words.  Students will also continue to practice 
proper fluency while reading; focusing on expression.  At home, please monitor your 
child’s homework.  Check their daily planne rs and make sure homework is completed 
and neat.  Help your child with fixes to ensure learning.  You play an  
important part in re-teaching concepts to your child.  
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3rd Grade  
Third grade is guiding their instruct ion by using the new reading series Reading Street.   
Each unit focuses on a question. The question for this month was, “What are smart 
ways that problems are solved?”  While reading stories and practicing the various 
components of balanced literacy, students co ntinually refer back to the essential ques-
tion to focus their learning and enhance comprehension.  Currently, students are 
working on two strategies:  predicting and thinking and questioning.  They are also 
working on the skill of summar izing as you read.  This skill helps children check their 
understanding of the story by making them tell what it was about.  If they can’t sum-
marize, or retell, the story, they know they need to go back and reread it. 
 
Students will also focus on improving their writing skills.  Third grade students are  
currently practicing how to improve sentence  fluency, organization, and overall voice 
of a composition.  At home, please encourag e your child to write for a variety of rea-
sons.  Make sure they indent and writ e a properly organized paragraph.   
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5th Grade 
Our new Reading Series, Reading Street , places an emphasis on teaching reading 
skills to improve comprehension while maintaining and utilizing the reading strategies 
of predicting, connecting, inferencing, visu alizing and questioning. Each unit focuses 
on an essential question that will provide a focus for each weekly selection being read. 
In the month of October the essential questi on is “What makes people want to do the 
right thing?” The skills that will be emphasiz ed in this unit are as follows: comparing 
and contrasting, author’s purpose, fact an d opinion, and sequencing. These skills are  
located in the students Reading Response and Activity Notebook (RRAN) and are  
described in the Family Times section. Plea se ask your child to show you their note-
book weekly as you will also  be aware of their weekly vo cabulary and spelling words.  
 
Another component to increasing comprehensio n is by working on fluency. Each week 
your child will be reading a poem to practice their phrasing, accuracy, rate and speed. 
You should be listening to your child re ad these poems and he lping them with the 
rhythm of the poems.  Students are also  given comprehension questions along with 
their poem. With all of these components in place, your continued support is greatly  
appreciated and will allow us to be on our way to success!    

Words can be used to describe other words. Everyone likes to play with 
words and use words to talk about other words.  

What you'll need: * Paper and pencil.  
What to do:  
* Choose a word such as vehicle and write it in the center of a sheet of 
paper. Then ask your child to think of other words that tell more about 
the word vehicle. Children might think about types of vehicles (buses, 
cars, trucks, boats), uses for vehicles (transportation, recreation), and 
words describing how vehicles look and move (sturdy, fast, dangerous).  
Then ask your child to write the words on the sheet and connect them 
to the main word vehicle. This will show your child how the words are 
linked to the main word and form a "word web."
