�¾ Finally, prepare a list of questions ahead of time and write them down so you can remember what to 
ask during the conference.  The best way to maximi ze your conference time is to be prepared.   

 
School improvement goals continue to focus on student reading fluency and student writing ability.  Letters 
went home last week with students involved in th e Read Naturally interventi on program stating that 
students’ have either graduated fr om the program or will continue wi th the program for another eight 
weeks.  Letters also went home with students that  were added to the progra m for the first time.  In 
regards to the school writing goal we are entering  the third cycle of our Wednesday Writing Workshops 
(WWW) for students in grades 3-5.  The students co ntinue to work on improving three specific writing 
areas; focus, ideas, and support/elaboration.

SCHOOL ZONE AND SCHOOL BUS  
INFORMATION 

 
The Bloomingdale Police Department is asking for your help in making the community safer.  
One of the biggest complaints the Police Depa rtment receives from parents, school staff 
and residents is the failure of motorists to us e due care in school zones and around school 
buses.  This includes reports of motorists dr iving too fast and passing school buses loading 
and unloading children.  The Bl oomingdale Police Department aggressively enforces traffic 
laws near school and school crossing areas, so drivers should be aware of school zone 
ordinances. 
 
The Yellow Bus  
In the United States alone, there are 450, 000 yellow buses carrying 23.5 million children 
every day.  In the U.S., more than 600 school–aged children ar e killed each year in school 
hour accidents involving private vehicles.  On average, there are only nine such fatalities 
involving school bus occupants.   Yellow buses have one of th e best safety records of any 
vehicle in passenger service. 
 
Motorist Responsibilities  
When traveling in a school zone , drivers must obey the posted 20 M.P.H . reduced speed 
limit during school hours while school children are present. 
 
On one-way streets , all vehicles must stop  when the red lights are flashing and the stop 
sign is extended. 
 
On two-lane roads,  drivers traveling in both directions must stop  when the red lights are 
flashing and the stop sign is extended. 
 
On four-lane roads , where traffic moves in two directio ns, drivers traveling in the same 
direction as the school bus must stop  when the red lights are flashing and the stop arm is 
extended.  Drivers going in the opposite direct ion of the school bus are not required to stop 
because students are not permitted to cross four-lane roads after discharging from the 
school bus. 
 
Drivers should also be aware that school  buses stop at all railroad crossings. 
 
Residential areas have 25 M.P.H.  speed limit, unless otherwise posted. 
 
Note : If convicted of passing a stopped school bu s in Illinois, you will lose your driving 
privileges for three months.  If you receive tw o convictions within five  years, your driving 
privileges will be suspended for one year.  In addition to the suspensions, violators will be 
fined $150.00 for the first offense and $500.0 0 for the second or subsequent conviction. 
 
Beginning January 1, 2010,  Illinois Vehicle Code, provides  that a person, regardless of 
age, may not use a wireless telephone in a school speed zone or a construction or 
maintenance speed zone.
