Thanks to all the parents that attended the rece nt Parent-Teacher conferences, your support is 
greatly appreciated.  The overall attendance ra te for parent-teacher conferences was 96% with 
eight classrooms having 100% parent attend ance.  The feedback from the completed 
parent/teacher conference survey forms was overwh elmingly positive.  Thanks to those parents 
who took the time to give us their input.  Th is reinforces the concept that one of the most 
important factors contributing to student success is  a strong home school connection.  We need 
to continue to strengthen that connection th roughout the school year to ensure that our 
combined efforts will lead to greater student achi evement in all academic areas.  If you were 
unable to fill out a survey during conferences but would like to do so, please fill out the survey 
attached and return it to school.

Our annual Giving Tree where we collect new gloves/mittens, hats, and scarves is up and 
decorated in the lobby awaiting its first new arrivals and will continue until December 17 th .  These 
items will be donated to the local Bloomingdale Township clothing collection.  Also, our annual 
Student Council sponsored “Toys for Tots” co llection begins next Monday, December 7 th  and will 
continue until December 17 th .

Now that the cold weather and winter is upon us and more people are dropping off and picking up 
their children at school here are a few reminders:  In order to keep the traffic flow moving in the 
morning we are asking that no one leave their ca r unattended in the drop off lane and that any 
drop offs be made quickly.  If you need to acco mpany your child to line in the morning find a 
parking space in the lot and walk them across traffi c to their line.  In the afternoon do not park 
your car in the drive thru lane and walk across the parking lot to pick up your child(ren) near the 
front doors or along the curb.  Not only is this a dangerous practice but this clogs up the traffic 
flow and is inconsiderate to those parents waiting patiently in their cars for the traffic to make 



its way through the parking lot to the pick up area  on the curbside of the school.  At the end of 
the day the entire student pick up process take s about 8 minutes even on the busiest afternoons 
so your patience with this matter is greatly appr eciated.  There are a few places you can park and 
wait for your child, such as Euclid Ct., Tee Ln.,  S. Prairie Ave. (near Marklund Center behind the 
school), or Freeport Dr.  Make arrangements with your child to use one of these alternative pick 
up sites and meet there after school or plan to pick your child up at 3:35 when there is much less 
traffic in the lot.     
 
Students will begin their winter vacation Monday, December 21 st  through Sunday, January 3 rd.  
School will resume on Monday, January 4th .  Please remind your son/daughter to bring home 
clothing items, needed class books, materials, and their winter gear.  Please remind your child not 
to leave any food items in school and to clean ou t their locker.
