 From the Principal 

 
Fifth grade students had a wonderful time during their three-day outdoor education experience 
at Lorado Taft last week.  Thanks to the DuJardin PTO for its financial contribution and support 
of this worthwhile program, which included payment for the staff’s room and board and 
sponsorship of several student scholarships.  Thanks to Ms. Vroman, Mrs. Mirante, Miss Tenerelli, 
Ms. Guerine, Mrs. Rushton, Ms. Giusti, Mrs. Kempf, Miss Colantuono, Mrs. McGuckin, and Mrs. 
Hummel for their time and effort while supervising DuJardin fifth grade students.  And thanks to 
the students for representing DuJardin School so well during their stay on the Taft campus.  Our 
staff received many wonderful compliments about our students from the Taft staff throughout 
the three day experience. 
 
Students in grades 1-5 will be taking the OLSAT test the week of February 1st.  State mandated 
Illinois State Achievement Tests (ISAT) will take place the first week of March in grades 3, 4 
and 5, and the second round of MAP (Measures of Academic Progress) testing will take place in 
April.  More information on these assessments will follow in future journals. 
 
Student placement for the 2010-2011 school year will take place in May.  In preparation for this 
important task a Student Placement Information form will be attached to the February 11th and 
18th Jaguar Journals.  This request form is due back to Mr. Dwyer by Thursday, February 25th.  
Although this request form is not required, parent input about a child's academic experiences can 
provide valuable insight to this process.  Please remember that considerations for placing 
students in classes include but are not limited to class size, gender ratio, academic levels, student 
learning styles, specific student needs, diversity, and student peer relations.  If you have 
questions about this form, please phone Mr. Mark Dwyer at 630-894-9200.
