- S TUDENT  P LACEMENT  I NFORMATI ON-  
 
Student placement for the 2010-2011 school year takes plac e in May.  In preparation for this important task a 
Student Placement Information form is attached to this  journal.  The same form will be attached to the 
February 18 th  journal.    This request form is due back to Mr. Dwyer by Thursday, February 25 th .   Although a 
request form is not required, parent input about a child’s academic experien ces can provide valuable insight to 
this process.  Please remember that  considerations for placing students in classes include but are not limited 
to class size, gender ratio, academic  levels, student learning styles, spec ific student needs, diversity, and 
student peer relations.   If you have questions ab out this form, please phon e Mr. Mark Dwyer at 630-894-
9200. 
 
State required achievement test s will be given on March 2 nd – 5th . Students in 3 rd , 4th , and 5th  grades will be 
tested in reading and math ematics.  Students in 4 th  grade will also be tested in science.  Students in 3 rd  and 
5th  grade will take an expository writing test as well.   Make up tests will take place during March 8 th  – 12th .  
The tests are a part of the Illinois Standa rds Achievement Test (ISAT) program.   
You can help your child do his or her best on these tests by: 

1. Ensuring that your child attends school on the days of testing; 
2. Ensuring that your child gets a good night’s sleep the night before testing; 
3. Providing a healthy breakfast on the morning of testing; 
4. Reminding your child to ask the te acher questions if he/she does no t understand the test directions; 
5. Advising your child not to worry about the test – just do the best he/she can do. 
6. Letting your child know that you have confidence in his or her ability to do their best on each test. 

 If you have any further questions about ISAT testing or need additional informat ion concerning these state 
assessments please call Mr . Dwyer at 630-894-9200.

School Improvement Plan  
We will begin the third round of flu-
ency interventions this month.  All 
students were prog ress monitored 
on a passage in mi d-January.  Those 
students that didn’t meet the winter 
benchmark of words per minute 
will receive interventions using the 
Read Naturally computerized flu-
ency program.  We will also be 
comparing this data to MAP scores 
and ISAT scores (for those grades 
that apply) to see if fluency building 
is truly improving reading compre-
hension.  Please continue to en-
courage reading in the home.  Be a 
good role model and let your child 
see you reading.  Better yet, have a 
family reading time!

Reading Street  
The students on Reading Street continue to 
move along!  It seems that the children are 
enjoying the reading selections in the an-
thology.  They especially like the small 
group leveled readers which share a lot of 
nonfiction knowledge.  As we continue to 
learn about the program we have found 
that the Fresh Reads offer a great opportu-
nity not only to build fluency but also to 
improve comprehension and study skills!  
Many teachers use the Fresh Reads as a 
weekly fluency builder.  Students take 
them home to practice the passage during 
the week.  On Fridays they read the pas-
sage to the teacher or paraprofessional and 
then answer the comprehension questions 
on the back.  First grade utilizes the Fresh 
Read to teach their students how to find 
answers in the text.  Wh at a great skill!  If 
you see these Fresh Reads coming home, 
please take the opportunity to allow your 
child to read the passage to you.  Then, ask 
your child some questions about what they 
read and have them find and show you the 
answer in the text.

Kindergarten 
Kindergarten will be finishing the “Watch 
Me Change” unit and begin our unit called 
“Let’s Explore!”  Our letters of the month 
will include:  F, O, V, and H.  Students should 
be practicing the words see, look, they, 
you, of, are, that, and do .  Through a vari-
ety of reading activities , students will iden-
tify the plot (series of events) in a story, 
drawing conclusions (d etermining what the 
author wants us to know based on our back-
ground knowledge and what the story says) 
and identifying main idea (what the story is 
mostly about).   
For February we will be  introducing the trait 
of voice in our writing.  We will read stories 
and learn about how authors use the trait of 
voice to make their writ ing more interesting. 
The “Take Home” book pr ogram will also be-
gin this month.  Please  read the books during 
the week and send them back on Thursday.  
We will send home a new book on Friday.  
Keep up the Reading Logs.  After you and 
your child read, ask them to tell you the im-
portant events in the order they happened.  
This will help suppor t their knowledge of 
plot and sequencing events. 

First Grade  
During this month, First Grade will focus on 
the question:  “What do  we treasure?”   
Students will think ab out the treasures that 
we share and create.  As  they read, they will 
focus on story elements  by identifying the 
characters, setting and plot of the story.  
They will also practice  making and revising 
predictions as they read.  Students will  
continue to review and apply the skills of 
drawing conclusions based on what the  

author said and what they know, identify-
ing main idea to help them better under-
stand what the story is about, identifying 
author’s purpose to  establish why the 
story was written, and review realism/
fantasy and cause/effect.  They will con-
tinue to practice oral reading fluency with 
a focus on expression, word accuracy, 
and reading at an ap propriate rate.  Stu-
dents will key in on  punctuation to im-
prove fluency. In writing, students will 
continue to focus on writing main idea 
sentences to guide their paragraph.  They 
will also develop closing/ending sen-
tences.  Our goal is to write a basic para-
graph.  Students will work on sentence 
fluency and word choice  in their writing. 
Please continue to read every night at 
home.  Use the letters ESP to remind the 
children when reading aloud to practice 
Expression, Smoothness, and Pacing. 

Second Grade  
Second grade will be focusing on a theme 
of “Responsibility” and literature selec-
tions will connect to  the question “What 
does it mean to be responsible?” We will 
continue  comprehension skills that good 
readers need-summarizing, main ideas, se-
quencing author’s purpose, and using 
prior knowledge. We will learn about pro-
nouns and contractions, as well as writing 
for a variety of purposes. Please let teach-
ers know if your child needs help when 
selecting “good fit” books to read at 
home. Encourage your child to stop and 
reread when something doesn’t make 
sense. Enjoy the time you and your child 
share when reading together!

writing, students are learning to write sto-
ries as well as comp are/contrast pieces.  
They also continue to work on writing their 
thoughts about a stor y through extended 
response.  Almost all academic subjects re-
quire students to wr ite their thoughts 
about a question so practicing Extended 
Response writing is essential to their 
growth as thinkers and writers. Please en-
courage your child to read, read, read.  Sug-
gest that they keep a diary, telling about 
what they read.  They can bring it to school 
and share it with thei r teachers and class-
mates or share it on Destiny Quest—our 
new IMC catalog and book blog site.  
Above all, talk to your  child about their ex-
periences and their reading. 

Fifth Grade 
During the month of February, fifth graders 
will be focusing on the essential question 
of “How do people and animals adapt to 
different situations?” The reading selec-
tions are different genres and involve this 
idea in many ways. Through the reading the 
students will experien ce how people adapt 
to difficult situations,  how people adapt to 
living with physical limitations, how ani-
mals adapt to survive, how people adapt to 
a new school, and why people try to 
change themselves. As we work through 
this reading unit, we will be working on 
various skills and strategies that help us 
with our comprehension abilities. The skills 
we will concentrate on are drawing conclu-
sions, generalizing , and using graphic 
sources. The strategies will involve answer-
ing questions, predicting, story structure, 
visualization, and summarizing to enhance 
understanding of the reading material. Be-
ing able to use a wide variety of skills and 
strategies helps everyone to become better 
readers. 

Classroom Updates 
Third Grade 
Third grade students will focus on practicing 
the following skills: skimming for key words 
in questions, using context clues to deter-
mine meaning, word  analysis, affixes 
(prefixes and suffixes), finding textual sup-
port, and writing their interpretation for sto-
ries they read. During  our Wednesday Writ-
ing Workshops we will be focusing on Ideas, 
Organization, and Elaboration and revising 
our most recent Loca l Writing Assessment. 
As you read together and discover new vo-
cabulary words, ask your child if   he/she can 
identify the part of sp eech (noun,  verb, ad-
jective).  Then, have your child create new 
words from that word.  For example, scar-
city can be made from the word scarce.  You 
can point out how the sp elling changes. Does 
your child’s Reading Log list the same types 
of books month after month?  Why not try 
going to the Bloomingdale Library and take 
home some books that will vary your child’s 
reading?  Fairy tales, tall tales, mysteries, bi-
ographies, and poetry ju st to name a few.  
Your child just might take  an interest in some 
wonderful and exciting literature to explore! 

Fourth Grade 
Fourth grade will be using the strategies of 
predicting and visualizing as they read.  
These strategies will help students think 
about the text before and during reading, 
connecting it with previous experiences and 
creating a picture in their heads.  Students 
will unlock the meaning of unfamiliar words 
by using context clues.  They will also use 
text structure to help  them understand a 
text and remember what  it was about.  Stu-
dents will focus on compare/contrast for non 
fiction and literary elements for fiction 
(characters, setting, problem, solution).   Fi-
nally, students will learn about dialogue by 
reading a story in play format.

Voracious for Vocabulary  
What can you do to improve your child’s vocabulary?  A lot.  First, make sure they 
know what a word means and can explain it to you in their own words.  Besides 
knowing what the word means, they need to be able to use it correctly in a sen-
tence.  Make sure your child knows the meanings of the various prefixes and suf-
fixes.  These smaller word parts have meaning and alter the meaning of the base 
(root)  words they are attached to.  That way, when your child is reading and comes 
across an unfamiliar word, they can analyze the word and use the prefix, suffix, or 
root to help them determine its meaning.  Also, try to incorporate the words in the 
vocabulary (science, social studies, reading) lists from school into your discussions 
at home.  Many of the words on these lists are able to be used across a variety of 
areas and if you use them at home, your child will see that words have a variety of 
meanings depending on the context that they are used to.  Finally, play fun vocabu-
lary driven games like Apples to Apples or Scrabble.  Believe it or not, kids love 
these games and you can use the words as a challenge, “Let’s see if you hear that 
word being used today and you will get a special treat!”  In the end, HAVE FUN 
WITH WORDS! 
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        Kindergarten 
Panda Bear, Panda Bear, What Do You 
See? – Bill Martin Jr. 
Much like their earlier picture books, Panda Bear fea-
tures a string of fine feathered (and furry and scaly) 
friends watching over each other. In this book, how-
ever, all the animals are endangered, from a swinging 
spider monkey to a strutting macaroni penguin (kids 
will get a kick out of that name!) to a splashing sea 
lion.  
 
Almost Gone: The World’s Rarest Animals  – 
Steve Jenkins 
Jenkins captures the essence of his subjects with ap-
propriately colored, cut-paper collage illustrations on 
stark white backgrounds. Each endangered animal is 
introduced in a single paragraph that typically con-
tains a fact or two about its range, behavior, diet, and 
those conditions that threaten its welfare.

Although organized as a conventional alphabet 
book, the letters here are far from ordinary. 
McLimans has created a black-and-white iconic 
representation of 26 endangered animals and his 
art is striking. For example, the newt's eyes pro-
trude slightly from the sides of N, while its 
tongue emerges from the lower point. An accom-
panying box on each page includes a small, styl-
ized red-and-white image of the animal plus in-
formation about its class, habitat, range, and 
threats to its survival.
