Dear Parents,

As you are probably already aware, all students at DuJardin School meet weekly
with me in their classroom groups for “Self-Awareness/Social Skills.” During second
semester I meet with grades, K, 1% and 5" . This is an affective educational program
designed to enable students to gain a better understanding of themselves and others.

I wanted to inform you that the State of Illinois requires instruction in public
schools on the subject of child abduction and abuse for grades K-8™. Also new this 2009-
2010 school year the state requires the instruction of Internet Safety to students in grades
3 and above. I will be following through with this requirement during the month of May.
I will provide instruction, study and discussion of abduction, abuse and Internet Safety.
My intent will not be to scare our students, but to promote greater awareness and
understanding of what they should do if ever faced with such a situation.

I would encourage you to discuss this subject with your child(ren) at home as
well. This would be especially important if you have never done so. If you would rather
not have your child participate in this program please put your request in writing and
send it to the school office attention Miss Hanson. If you have any questions about this or
other related topics, please do not hesitate to call me at 630-894-9200.

The A B C's of Online Security
For Kids ... 3-7 Years Old

A. Talking to young kids

When you talk to young children about Internet safety, do it with the computer turned off,
so that you have their undivided attention. Start off by explaining that a computer is a tool
and that the Internet is like a giant electronic library full of information.

Explain why it's important to be safe online because the éomputer can be an open door
ta your important personal information. Talk to them about how bad peaople can take
control of your PC and break it, so that you have to buy a new one.

Explain to them why it's inﬁpor’tant not to share personal information with people online.
Tell them not to use their real names and not to tatk about where they live or what school
they go to.

B. create a sp.ecial list of rules for computer use by young kids

The list should include:

* Do not download music or program files from web sites without parental permission
* Use only monitored chat rooms like Disney’s Virtual Magic Kingdom

» Never send out a picture of yourself without talking to your parents first

» Do not use bad language |

* Do not visit adult web sites

+ Share information only with people you know from the real world

* Do not fill out online forms or surveys without a parent's help

* Use only special search engines for children like Ask for Kids and Yahoo! Kids

C. Use browsers and search engines especially designed for children

Make sure that your children are using browsers that do not display inappropriate words
or images. Check that they come preloaded with safe web sites and preset word filters.
All you need do is review and approve the default web sites and words.
