From the Principal… 

 
Illinois State Achievement Test (ISAT) testing continues in grades 3, 4 and 5.  The results of reading, 
mathematics, writing (grades 3 & 5) and science (grade 4) state tests will be reported to parents on individual 
student reports and on the School Report Card in the fall. The staff will review state test results along with 
other student data to help determine school improvement goals for the 2010-2011 school year.  Thanks to the 
staff and students involved in ISAT testing for their time and effort towards making this a positive 
experience.    
 
As a reminder our school improvement goals for this school year have been in the area of writing and reading 
fluency.  We are working on having 90% of all 3rd and 5th grade students meet or exceed the state standards 
on the ISAT expository writing assessment.  In the area of reading fluency we are working on having those 
students who did not meet grade level benchmarks on the Progress Monitoring Module (PMM) in fluency reach 
grade level benchmarks by the end of the school year.    
 
With spring right around the corner it is a good time of the time of the year to remind students to begin 
dressing in layers in order to be prepared for the fluctuation in temperatures.  Morning temperatures can be 
rather chilly as students wait outside during line up compared to the afternoon temps as students head out for 
recess.  So make sure your child is fully prepared for this type of weather by sending them to school with the 
proper outdoor clothing.  Also, remember to check the lost and found before spring break.  Items left in the 
lost and found will be donated March 26th.   
 
There is a severe weather drill scheduled for Tuesday, March 9th at 10:00.  We are mandated by the state to 
have at least one severe weather drill during the school year.   
 
Our school and school district just completed the Regional Office of Education (ROE) compliance visit.  
Auditors from the ROE visited the district office and all three schools last week.  The audit takes a look at 
how well the district follows state policies and procedures.  The list of compliance items is rather lengthy and 
included such things as personnel records, student discipline procedures, teacher evaluation documentation, 
and support services offered to students to name a few.  It is great to report that our school and school 
district passed with flying colors!  This type of compliance visit occurs every five years.
