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From the Principal...

ISAT testing is complete for the majority of the studen ts in grades 3-5 only; make up tests remain to be
completed by Friday. Third through fifth grade studen ts worked extremely hard this week and last to

complete all required state tests. We are proud of thei r efforts and appreciate thei  r hard work. | would also
like to recognize the staff for their efforts in preparing and administerin g these tests in a professional and

positive manner. Results from thes e state achievement tests will be shar ed with students and parents, and
reported on the State Re port Card in October.

Over the years DuJardin staff members have been involv  ed in many volunteer book studies. These voluntary
meetings take place during the teache r’s lunch time and lunch is always pr ovided. The district provides funds
for the purchase of these books. Our most recent book study involved twenty staff members and the
conversations took place over three lunch meetings in  January and February. The book that these staff
members read was entitled, Trouble with Boys , by Peg Tyre. Although the ti tle of the book may bring about
negative connotations about boys, the members of the study group found the li  terature to be ve ry positive and
enlightening. The highlights below are some of the thin  gs the group discussed about ways in which we can help
boys in school. These are some insigh ts from the book discussion group.

X Itis very important that each cl  assroom library have “boy” books avai lable. The selection of books for

boys is extremely important and should be investig ated by classroom teachers further. These types

of books include non-fiction text, graphic novels , magazines, and comic books. DuJardin’'s IMC
Director, Peggy Schmuldt, is a gr eat resource in this area and should be consulted for further
information.

Create a balance in the classroom between boy friendly reading and “chick lit.”

Brain science and its implications on brain-based learning can shed so me light on the similarities and
differences between how boys and girls learn. We  know through research an d different studies that
boys and girls use different pathways when reading.  When a female brain goes into a state of rest it
does not shut down and is able to maintain attention and process information even when bored. Brains
of boys and brains of girls develop at different rate s. As students continue to develop and mature the
differences in learning between boys and girls will begin to equalize. A girl's brain reaches its optimal
size during the teenage years; a boy’s brain may no t reach its optimal size to age 30. With some of
these differences noted it is import  ant to create learning environments  conducive to all learners. It is
important for students to demonstrate persistence in trying despite academic struggles. Attending
class, turning in homework, and studying for test s are all essential compon ents in staying in the
academic game as maturation varies and may take longer than we ex pect. When using information from



brain science we have to use it wi th caution so as not to make quick judgments or faulty assumptions.

One area where scientists can conclusively agree is

the variables necessarily for optimum conditions

for learning: a healthy diet, personal  stress minimized, and plenty of sleep.

X Loosen up some of the structure in the classroom fo

r boys, especially in the area of acceptable noise

and movement level. Remember a “change of state” for all students every 20 minutes or so is very

important especially during direct
practice in the classroom.
