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 From the Principal 
 Next week students in grades 1-5 will take the OLSAT test.  The OLSAT assesses verbal and nonverbal 
reasoning abilities that are related to success in school (tasks such as detecting likenesses and 
differences, recalling words and numbers, defining words, following directions, classifying, establishing 
sequence, solving arithmetic problems, and completing analogies are included).  Teachers can then use this 
information to evaluate different learning styles of students, to identify programs learners might need, 
and to compare expected achievement with present performance.  Results should be received within a 
month after taking the test which should be timely for helping us to make more informed instructional 
decisions for the remainder of this year and next.  Please contact Mr. Dwyer at 630-894-9200 
or mdwyer@sd13.org with any questions concerning the OLSAT test. 
 
Thanks to those families who participated in the pancake breakfast last Saturday morning.  Thanks to 
Mandy Higgins, Cynthia Hunn, Jennifer Okun and Lisa Lesniak for all their help in organizing the breakfast 
and a special thanks to Lisa Lesniak’s father, Lorenzo, who was a tremendous help in the kitchen cooking 
sausage all morning.

Parents, your patience is greatly appreciated at the end of the day during student pick up especially now 
with all the snow piles around the parking lots and street corners.  It typically takes 7-8 minutes to clear 
the parking lot and get all the students picked up and dismissed.  A few tips for afternoon dismissal and 
pick up: 

• Pick your child up after the rush of dismissal; try arriving at 3:40 instead of waiting in a long line 
of cars from 3:30-3:38. 

• Park your car on Euclid Ct., Tee St., or Freeport and walk to the front entrance to greet your child 
at dismissal.  Parking on Euclid Ave. should be avoided. 

• Follow the directions of the staff members in the parking lot attempting to move cars to the open 
spaces along the curb as cars begin to exit the lot. 



• DO NOT leave your car unattended at any time in the drive thru lane in order to pick up your child.  
• Try taking a right turn out of the parking lot on Euclid versus a left turn which will clear the 

parking lot much faster. 
Please be a positive role model for our students as you drive in the parking lot during morning 
arrival and afternoon dismissal.  Children may not always listen to what we say but they are 
always watching what we do.  Please be aware of our safety patrols on duty at the end of the 
day.
