Study Skills
Mrs. C. Ehrhardt (ISP teacher)

This class is scheduled to help ISP students keep up with their classroom and

homework assignments. It is also used to concentrate on areas they need to

work on, as indicated by their IEP Goals. Students are given time to organize their work and check to see if they have written all assignments in their plan book.  Students have the opportunity to use this time in a variety of ways: 

Completing homework from inclusion classes

Study time for tests: This is when they are usually given a study
   guide. We try to make a game out of studying while we are working

   as a group.

Students will be taught how to make their own study guides.
Completing work for ISP class

Reading Plus/Compass Learning
They may use this time for silent reading if all their work is complete.
When time is available we will work on test taking skills.

IEP Goal emphasis
Talk about what is going on in school. This may be individually, or as

    a group, depending on the situation.

Take a break and do a fun group activity and educational games

This is often their most enjoyable part of their school day. Students have the opportunity to ask about any assignments they don’t understand. This is often test preparation time, which helps them become more confident for their tests. Students usually like to complete homework during this class, so they do not have to take it home. It does decrease the amount of homework considerably.
