Class Requirements- 2010-2011
MATERIALS:
*To be brought to class every day!

1) A 1 or 2-inch three-ring binder (only to be used for math) with dividers/sections to be labeled:

b. Homework

c. Math Reflections

2) Textbook

3) Pencil (no pen allowed)

6) Red pen or highlighter (something to grade with)

HOMEWORK:


Daily homework is assigned to help you master and understand the concepts that are covered in class.   Assignments are due at the beginning of the next day’s class, completed and ready to be graded and discussed in class.  Assignments will be considered incomplete if:

1) All problems are not completed or ATTEMPTED

2) Work or explanations are not shown

3) Directions were not followed

4) The assignment was lost or forgotten at home

Most homework assignments will be graded in class and stored in your binder to be used for future reference.  Points will be given for completing your assignment daily.  Worksheets and extended skill worksheets will be collected more frequently.  Students will be given two late homework passes per quarter that can be used to not be penalized for turning in an assignment late.  The assignment must be completed and turned in within the one-day limit.  After that, it will not be accepted and a zero will be issued.  If you have already used your two passes for the quarter, and your assignment is not here the day it is due, it will result in a zero.  (7th Grade Homework Policy)

According to the student handbook, students who are absent will be given a period of time to complete homework no longer than the number of days that he/she was absent.

2.  Stretching and Shrinking-Similarity-similar figures; scale factors; basic similarity transformations and their algebraic rules.


3.  Comparing and Scaling-Ratio, Proportion, and Percent-rates and ratios; making comparisons; proportional reasoning


4. Accentuate the Negative-Integers-understanding and modeling integers; integer operations; four-quadrant graphing.


5.  Moving Straight Ahead- Linear Relationships-recognizing and representing linear relationships in tables, graphs, words, and symbols; solving linear equations.


6.  Filling and Wrapping-Three Dimensional Measurement-volume and surface area of various solids; volume and surface area relationships.


7.  What Do You Expect-Probability and Expected Value-expected value; probabilities or two stage events.
