Syllabus for Mrs. Ocuto: Instructional Support Program
The Instructional Support Program has at the core of its program the child’s IEP goals.  These are paramount in designing the individual instruction needed to achieve each student’s goals.  These are some general programs/strategies utilized to this end:

Reading
The Reading Naturally computer program is utilized systematically to improve fluency, comprehension, and summarizing of text at or slightly above the student’s current reading level.

The Project Read Phonology and Linguistics program is a systematic and multi-sensory approach to syllabication and decoding, as well as spelling.

The Reading Attainment system and SRA program compliment our approach to learning reading comprehension. 

Novel reading is incorporated to enrich and extend  the child’s love of reading. A Balanced Literacy approach is utilized throughout.

Language Arts
Powerful Vocabulary for Reading Success is the program we use for vocabulary building.

The Read , Think, and Write Series is a systematic approach to better  writing.

Creative Writing is supported through journal writing, prompt responses, and a variety of writing experiences. 

The mechanics of good writing is achieved through drill and repetition.

Math
Math facts are important if a student is to go far in math. We utilize the Otter Creek Math Fact program, a daily 12  minute drill for learning math facts.

Our Key Curriculum Press series covers all of the units of mathematical concepts that the students will learn. Once again, the student’s IEP drives the curricular decisions in ISP.

Study Skills
In addition to supporting students within the regular curricular areas of Science, Social Studies, LA, Literature, Math, and Specials, the Instructional Support Program directly assists students with organization, outlining, use of technology, and homework preparation and/or completion. This is accomplished during the Study Skills class.

Expectations and Discipline
Students will demonstrate behaviors that exhibit the pillars of good character:


trustworthiness, respect, responsibility, fairness, citizenship

The discipline system utilized is the 1-2-3 Magic system. This provides information to the student re the poor behavior exhibited, a warning if it occurs again, and a consequence for the negative behavior if a third infraction occurs.  

Homework Policy
The 7th grade general education homework policy will be followed. 

Mrs. Ocuto assigns homework in reading and/or LA, as well as math Monday-Thursday.

Communication
Communication from Mrs. Ocuto to the parent occurs in a variety of ways.  First, the students will have their assignments and homework folders which can be checked by the parent. Next, Mrs. Ocuto may contact you via email or phone.  Power School is a great way to check on your students’ progress in all subject areas.
