Thistest, given over
the course of four days (March 2 through
March 5) is mandated by the state of Illinois
and is designed to measure student achieve-
ment in comparison with state standards. Our
teachers have prepared our students well for
the ISAT as the concepts and skills needed to
be successful on this high stakestesting is em-
bedded within our daily curriculum. | ask par-
entsto convey to their children the importance
of individual effort and taking these tests seri-
oudly. Theresullts reflect on each individual
student and on our school district as whole.

Some of the most sought after holiday pre-
sents for many young people are electronic
devices, cell phones, IPods, and the like. We
all understand why these devices are in de-
mand. They make students’ lives easier, keep
them in contact with friends and family mem-
bers, and provide enjoyment. While we can
understand why students want them, and par-
ents are interested in purchasing them as
gifts, we would like to highlight for our parents
the challenges that these electronic devices
present to us in our school environment. We
are asking for your support in how they are
used and protected. (Constien)

Because we are a feeder district to LPHS, we
follow many of their school policies too (we
want to prepare your student for life beyond
Westfield). LPHS and D13 school polices al-
lows students to have their phones and musi-
cal devices out before the school day and af-
ter the school day ends, but these electronic
devices must be stored in the student’s locker
during the regular school day. We have a few
reasons for requiring this. Most importantly,
these devices can potentially cause a disrup-
tion to learning in our classrooms; keeping the
devices in the lockers ensures that these dis-
ruptions don't take place. While Westfield is
a secure place, student traffic and crowded
hallways, are not a place for electronic de-
vices. Over the last few years, our students
have learned that the lockers are the most
secure spot for these cell phones and other
electronic devices.

Bringing these high theft devices to school
places the responsibility on our student. Our
WF handbook points out that D13 is not re-
sponsible for the loss or theft of this equip-
ment. Further, if students carry their phones
or electronic devices on them during the day,
it will be confiscated by school personnel, a
school detention issued and a parent has to
come to school to pick up your student s prop-
erty (an inconvenience for you!). Naturally,
we then have a very upset young person who
is anxious about the consequences. We con-
tinue to ask your help in reinforcing our guide-
lines for the use of these devices in our
school.

You have more of a chance of getting the 2009 H1N1 flu or getting very sick from it if you are
— Pregnant.
— Between the ages of 6 months and 24 years old.
— Between 25 and 64 years old with a health condition like asthma, diabetes, heart
disease, or lung disease.
If you take care of or live with babies under 6 months old, getting the vaccine yourself helps
protect the baby, who are too young to get a flu vaccine.
