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A Message from the Principal: 

 
By the time you read this message, 
your student will most likely be done 
with another year of  state tests, the 
ISAT. The ISAT continues to be the 
statewide tests administered to all 
children in Illinois to determine both 
how your child is growing academi-
cally and also how they compare to 
other students at that grade level 
across the state.  
 
Research shows that when young 
adolescents are actively engaged in 
learning, they are more likely to 
achieve at higher levels. Since Au-
gust, Westfield staff has fostered mo-
tivation with task-oriented learning 
environments and teaching students 
that new learning and the acquisition 
of knowledge required effort. I am 
confident the overall instruction and 
curriculum implemented daily in the 
classrooms prepare your student for 
high stakes testing.   
 
The preparation work that goes into 
the tests is significant but one of the 
behind-the-scenes contributions 
might not always get mentioned. Our 
parent organization, STP,  plays an 
active role in helping your student get 
through these 4 days of high stakes 
testing. A well hydrated brain oper-
ates and thinks more efficiently. Your 
Westfield  parent organization pur-

chased 1800 bottles of water and 
unloaded them here at school. Is your 
student hungry half way through a 
morning of testing? STP purchased 
1800 snacks given out to students 
during the morning break time be-
tween Testing Session 1 and Testing 
Session 2. Did your child mention 
they got candy too?  2000 pepper-
mints were distributed to students to 
help stimulate brain activity.  
 
And what about those claims of in-
creased brain activity and eating pep-
permints? While scientists at Cornell 
University claim eating peppermints 
have produced very mixed results in 
test taking, many of the studies turned 
out to have been poorly conducted. 
So, will eating peppermint candy help 
your child score higher on these tests? 
It might be the �Dumbo�s feather� 
theory but I can tell you that area 
schools, this year, continued to pass 
out peppermints during ISAT tests.  
 
That is just one of the behind the 
scenes operations that goes into plan-
ning for a week of ISAT testing. So 
next time you see an STP member, 
thank them, what they do for this 
school continues to be supportive and 
amazing. We could not be the learn-
ing organization we are without their 
continued support.

Dear Friend Finder in Blooming-
dale: 
 
Many students, particularly at the 
middle school age, can have a 
hard time making new friends and 
finding where they “fit in”.  There 
are several things you can try to 
help your daughter, both here at 
Westfield, and at home.  Here are 
some suggestions: 
 
1. Ask your child if she might 

want to join any clubs or try 
out for any sports teams at 
Westfield.  After school clubs 
and sports are a great way for 
kids to get to know other kids 
who share their interests.  

Shared interests then can of-
ten lead to friendships!   

 
2. Westfield offers different stu-

dent social groups held during 
students’ lunch and social 
time once weekly.  These 
groups are run by Westfield’s 
Guidance Counselor and So-
cial Worker.  Part of the 
groups’ time is spent on les-
sons based on the book 
“Raising Your Child’s Social 
IQ” by Cathi Cohen.  There is 
also unstructured time where 
students visit with other stu-
dents in the group.  If you are 
interested in having your child 
join, please contact us at 
Westfield. 

 
3. Involve your child in different 

youth activities in the commu-
nity.  For example, the 
Bloomingdale Park District 
offers activities such as differ-
ent sports teams that your 
child may be interested in.  
Get your child involved in 
different local activities or 
groups based on her interests.  
This is a great way for her to 
get to know other kids in the 
Bloomingdale community. 

 
4. Encourage your child to invite 

other children to do fun things 
together outside of school.  
Ask her to think of one or two 
other students that she thinks 
are nice that she might like to 
get to know better.  Maybe 
she might be acquaintances 
with these students and be 

interested in becoming friends 
with them.  Your child could 
invite one or two other stu-
dents to see a movie or to par-
ticipate in another shared in-
terest. 

 
5. Ask your child how her at-

tempts at making friends are 
going.  You might be able to 
find out clues as to where 
she’s going wrong and be able 
to help her.  For example, 
maybe she has a hard time 
when other students don’t do 
what she wants to do.  Or 
maybe she forgets to ask the 
other child questions and in-
stead she dominates the con-
versation.  Providing your 
child with gentle feedback can 
help her in learning these so-
cial skills. 

 
6. Your child is always welcome 

to come talk with Westfield’s 
Guidance Counselor or Social 
Worker for help in making 
friends.  She could stop by our 
offices on her own to set up 
an appointment, or you could 
call to set something up. 

 
Making and keeping friends in 
middle school can be tough.  But 
know that there are a lot of re-
sources out there that can help if 
you take advantage of them!
