Circulatory System

Def=  Supplies oxygen and nutrients to our body and helps carry waste and carbon dioxide out of the body.
Right Atrium=  Receives the blood from the body first when it enters the heart and delivers it to the  right ventricle.
Right Ventricle= Delivers the blood to the pulmonary artery, which sends it to the lungs.

Left Atrium= Receives the blood from the lungs and delivers it to the left ventricle

Left Ventricle= Pumps the blood to the aorta.
Aorta=  The body’s largest blood vessel that delivers the blood back to the body.

Respiratory System
Def= Involves your nose, throat, voice box, trachea, and lungs that helps us breath everyday.
Pharynx=  Carries food to your esophagus and oxygen to your trachea (breathing tube) 
Epiglottis=  A small flap that covers the trachea when we swallow to keep food and liquids out of our lungs.
Larynx= Is your voicebox that helps make sounds
Trachea=  Is your breathing tube that delivers oxygen to your lungs.
Lungs=  Takes in oxygen for the body to use and gets rid of carbon dioxide. 
Musculoskeletal System
Def=  Involves your muscles, bones, and joints that allow us to move everyday.

Bones= Provides support for our bodies and help form our shape.

Joints=  Occur when 2 bones meet and makes our body more flexible.

Muscles=  Tough elastic tissue that pull our bones to help us move.

Ligaments=  A string like substance that connects bone to bone.

Tendon=  Connects muscle to bone.

Digestive System

Def=  Helps break down the nutrients from the foods we eat and delivers it throughout the body.

Esophagus=  Delivers the food to your stomach

Stomach=  Breaks down the food into a liquid mixture

Small Intestine=  Takes all of the nutrients from the food you ate and sends it to the body.

Large Intestine=  Takes the leftovers from the small intestine and forms a solid waste.

Colon=  Stores the feces until they leave the digestive system.

Nervous System
Def= Relays information back and forth from the brain and to the rest of the body parts.

Temporal lobe=  In charge of your hearing and memory

Frontal lobe=  In charge of your problem solving

Parietal lobe=  In charge of your sensory (touch, taste, temperature) and motor movements

Occipital lobe=  In charge of your eyesight. 

Spinal cord=  A cord that connects from your brain down to your lower back that help sends out signals from the brain through its nerves.
