In order to qualify students in grades three through five must read, take accelerated reader tests, and 
earn at total of 20 accelerated reader points during the eight week program.  Students in second grade must pass a 
total of 16 accelerated reader tests to qualify for the free ticket. 
 
Each classroom has an Ozzie Reading Chart and 
classroom teachers will be posting the Ozzie Reading Club points once a week.    The Club will run until March 
18th.   All students who earn the required number of points or tests passed will be given a voucher to mail in for 
the free ticket and food coupons.
